Volunteers who will volunteer outside of the direct supervision of a credentialed employee shall be fingerprinted and receive background clearance prior to volunteering without the direct supervision of a credentialed employee.

ROLE OF STAFF AS MANDATED CHILD ABUSE REPORTERS

All  non-certificated  and  certificated  staff  will be  mandated  child  abuse reporters and  will  follow all  applicable reporting laws, the same policies and procedures used by the District.

TB TESTING

Faculty, staff and volunteers will be tested for tuberculosis prior to commencing employment and working with

students as required by Education Code Section 49406.

CPR/FIRST AID

RAI Online Charter School shall require all staff member to obtain training on emergency response, including “first responder” training which includes first aid and CPR.

All students enrolled and staff will be required to provide records documenting immunizations as is required at

School Facility Conditions and Planned Improvements (School Year 2011–12)
	Vallecitos ESD provides a safe and clean school environment for students and staff.  Our campus continues to be virtually free of vandalism and other crimes, enhanced by an updated digital camera surveillance system. Our maintenance staff performs basic cleaning operations in every classroom.  Safety drills are held on a regular basis.  In 1994, the permanent school buildings were fully renovated. Its current population of roughly 219 students in grades PK-8th is buttressed by nine portable classroom buildings, which were erected to house the increased student enrollment and new programs implemented. The playfields and recreational equipment was also upgraded. There remains a critical need for a multi-purpose room to serve the needs of the current student population. Currently 13 teachers (including a Title I teacher, resource specialist, and speech therapist) serve the needs of our community.

IX. Student Performance
Standardized Testing and Reporting Program


The Standardized Testing and Reporting (STAR) Program consists of several key components, including: 

· California Standards Tests (CSTs), which include English-language arts (ELA) and mathematics in grades two through eleven; science in grades five, eight, and nine through eleven; and history-social science in grades eight, and nine through eleven.
· California Modified Assessment (CMA), an alternate assessment that is based on modified achievement standards in ELA for grades three through eleven; mathematics for grades three through seven, Algebra I, and Geometry; and science in grades five and eight, and Life Science in grade ten. The CMA is designed to assess those students whose disabilities preclude them from achieving grade-level proficiency on an assessment of the California content standards with or without accommodations.
· California Alternate Performance Assessment (CAPA), includes ELA and mathematics in grades two through eleven, and science for grades five, eight, and ten. The CAPA is given to those students with significant cognitive disabilities whose disabilities prevent them from taking either the CSTs with accommodations or modifications or the CMA with accommodations.


The assessments under the STAR Program show how well students are doing in relation to the state content standards. On each of these assessments, student scores are reported as performance levels.
